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New OIL For 2011

Due to a number of reasons, the ROK Cup Canada series will
now run the New Rotax XPS Synthetic kart race oil. There are
a few advantages to this.
1. Those who use the same kart for ROK and
Rotax will not have tech issues with changing
from one oil to another.
2. This oil is reported to be much cleaner in the
burning process as well as does not leave
behind as much residue and gum as the Motul

does.

3. Does not discolor the tanks like the Motul
does.

4. We are not making a big deal about using a

“Rotax” product for spec oil in the ROK
series, hopefully you all understand that there
is more to it than “who” makes the oil.

5. The container is 946ml and is expected to
sell for $22.95 plus taxes. This is less than
the Motul was.

Oil No / No’s!

U Do not use “any brand” (includes Redline, Elf, Motul, XPS) full synthetic oil for “break
in” on cast iron barrels. You can use on nickalsil barrels like the Rotax but not on the
ROK! This will effect the seating process and cause power and compression loss.

U Do not switch oil brands and types back and forth with out performing a flush on the
engine as oils do not mix with one another and may cause failures! Engine Flushing; It
is strongly advised that you run the motor when switching oil brands for no “less” than 10
minutes on the fresh mixture at “moderate or break in” speeds. Running the engine on the
stand does not count. No full throttle!

U You should flush you fuel tank if switching oil types and brands. Be aware that when fuel
tech is done, oil residue from other brands may effect your tech. You can do this by
simply removing the tank and flushing with hot water for 10-15 minutes, then thoroughly

dry.

You can use any remaining oil you may have until stock runs out. I will also sell
remaining inventory out and will then only stock the new XPS oil. Please remember for the ROK
Cup events, even here you will be required to run the XPS oil!
